Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City of Oregon and the Oregon Park District  for beautician of the downtown and the splash pad  for a two year term, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Commissioner Jim Barnes said this is great deal for the Park District, but not the City.

Commissioner Terry Schuster handed out a spread sheet of costs and stated that the City has a historic tradition of providing water at no cost for recreation since the public pool was established. While the pool no longer exists, the city has continued this commitment to the community.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer wanted to know what maintenance part the city needs to maintain.

Commissioner Terry Schuster said the watering of the downtown flowers would be considered maintenance.

Corporal Joe Brooks announced that the Dodge Ram trucks are ready and should be picked up soon. Mobile Electronics will be putting in the new equipment once they are here.

Commissioner Jim Barnes questioned why the Mayor has citizens sign in to talk at Council meetings. Mayor Ken Williams stated that according to open meetings act public comment is to be on the agenda. If the Council wants to set a procedure they could.

Commissioner Thomas Izer is asking for the Council’s approval at the next meeting to have the Mayor sign the engineering agreement with Willett, Hofmann, & Assoc. to proceed with reconstructing South 10th Street from Clay Street to Pines Road. The project will include storm sewer, curb and gutter, sidewalk on the east side and completely new road base and hot mat asphalt surface.  Estimated cost including engineering would be $663,100.00.
