Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve amending the Oregon Depot Museum, Inc. Lease Agreement, Seconded by Commissioner Jim Barnes.

Discussion: The old lease doesn’t allow them to have events. The amendment would allow them to have events and alcohol. Commissioner Jim Barnes has talked to Roger Cain, Depot Foundation President, about concerns with hours of serving alcohol and that all drinks stay in the building or a fenced in area. Commissioner Barnes also feels that they should have more dram shop insurance since it’s next to a railroad. Attorney Paul Chadwick said they would need to abide by the city code for serving alcohol.
Mayor Ken Williams amended his motion that the liability insurance be at least two million per occurrence and three million in the aggregate, that functions end no later than 9:30 PM, and all other city codes for alcohol consumption apply, Seconded by Commissioner Jim Barnes.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve Ordinance No. 2016-110 amending Business Regulations, Licenses, & Taxes Section 4-220, Seconded by Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: The Oregon Depot will be exempt from the definition of a public building or public place and falls under the authority of The Depot Museum Foundation.

Ordinance No. 2016-109 was introduced. It is to amend parking on any lawn or yard in a residential district. The City has had complaints about citizens parking vehicles in their front yards. It was brought up that if a citizen doesn’t have a driveway they have the side street to park on. This will go back to the Plan Commission for further review.
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Raffle License for Oregon Schools Foundation, Oregon Together, and Oregon Volleyball Program sponsored by Oregon Rotary Club, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.
