Commissioner Terry Schuster handed out the Annual Audit for the Fiscal Year May 1, 2017 to April 30, 2018 for everyone to review. Will discuss at the December meeting. He is happy with the outcome the City has a surplus of sixty-five thousand dollars.

Commissioner Terry Schuster introduced the Tax Levy and the Ordinance to Abate Tax on General Obligation Bonds. Will vote on at the next meeting.
Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the Inter-Gov Agreement with Oregon School District 220 for the School Resource Officer, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: The School District will pay 70% and City 30%. Total cost to City will be twenty-eight thousand dollars.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve Resolution No. 2018-11 the request for a Referendum for the School Resource Officer, Seconded by Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: This will allow the electors the question whether the City should have authority to increase the maximum permitted levy amount imposed for a School Resource Officer. The General election will be April 2, 2019.

Mayor Ken Williams swore in Josh Lee as a Police Officer.
Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the Agreement with GOVPay Net to take debit and credit cards, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: This will allow the city to take debit/credit cards to pay w/s bills, fees, and fines.
Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve financing with Stillman Bank for 48 months at the rate of 3% for a 2014 Dodge Charger, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.
Discussion: This vehicle will be used by the School Resource Officer.

Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to adopt the Mission Statement for the City of Oregon, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: Commissioner Schuster had mouse pads and pads of paper for the Council members that include the Mission Statement on them.

Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.

The City Clerk reminded everyone that Petition filing dates for the April 2nd, 2019 election are due December 10th to the 17th.  Another reminder that the City Council meets only one time in December on the 18th.
Mayor Ken Williams announced that the Annual Joint Review Board meeting is December 4, 2018 at 2:30 PM City Hall Council Chambers. The purpose of the meeting is to review the effectiveness and status of the redevelopment project area.
Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to go into Executive Session to discuss pending litigation, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.
