Public Comment
Jamie Nobis, Executive Director for the Rock River Center, brought with her two residents that use the facility and transportation, and board member Tim O’Rourke.
Elinor Nelson, a resident, uses the transportation for Dr appointments in Dekalb and Freeport. Thresa Felt, also a resident, helps with the newsletter, and has participated in the potlucks, and programs that are offered.
The Rock River Center have four vehicles they use for transportation, they can take residents to Dr. appointments, get groceries, and anything else if needed. No charge for the service, however, will take donations. 
The Rock River Center also has representatives that can help citizens with issues with their taxes, Medicare, AARP, VA, and Rep. Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Plan Commission recommendation for the variance submitted by Hands on Oregon to construct a platform in the right of way on Franklin Street under the Flag on Conover Square Building, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.
Discussion: Commissioner Kurt Wilson stated that at the Plan Commission meeting four members voted for the variance, he voted against, and Rick abstained from voting. When the original variance application was submitted it did not include a railing around the platform. Who is building that? Blout is donating the railing. The question was asked what will this platform be used for? Flag Day, Veterans Day, special events, and possibly Veterans that passed their service could take place there.
Casper Manheim, Building Inspector, thinks it’s a great idea however, he can’t approve anything that is constructed in the right of way, he no jurisdiction in that area.

Then who will inspect? Lee Hadick a resident from Oregon has a background in this area so he would be able to inspect. Are there utilities in the area? JULIE has been called for locates, they haven’t been located yet. Who will maintain the platform? What about liability insurance? Mayor Ken Williams has contacted Illinois Municipal League Risk Management, the cities insurance carrier, and the city can include the coverage in their policy. 
Mayor Ken Williams would also like to add to the motion that the City will cover the insurance under the cities policy, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Plan Commission recommendation to allow Chickens in the City Limits Ordinance No. 2019-104, Seconded by Commissioner Melanie Cozzi.

Discussion: The Annual fee was discussed to be $50.00 and then a yearly fee of $25.00. Possibly limiting it to only 20-25 homes per year to have them. What about a violation fee? Nuisances ordinance says $25.00 to $750.00. Building permits for the coop will be approved by the Building Inspector for $50.00. What size and style of coop should be allowed? Four square feet would be needed for each chicken making the largest coop12x12, at a total of 144 square feet.

Mayor Ken Williams would like to amend the motion to table the recommendation for more information, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Plan Commission recommendation for the plat approval for Lant Huntley, 1382 N Illinois Rt 2 North, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.
Discussion: Since the property is within and mile and half of city limits, he is looking for approval from City. Attorney Dave Smith spoke on behalf of Lant Huntley. Mr. Huntley would like to live in the property full time and enter the forest section into forest program with the Department of Natural Resources. He plans to not have any other homes in the subdivision.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to table the Plan Commission recommendation for the Micro Blading Ordinance, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.

Discussion: More information is needed before approving. The lady that is looking into starting a business in the city has a location already available in the Commerce Building at the corner of 4th Street and Washington Street. She is currently working at a business in the City of Dixon. She stated at the Plan Commission meeting that this process takes a different kind of ink than a regular tattoo.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Raffle License for Oregon Chamber of Commerce and Autumn on Parade, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.

Discussion: The question was asked why the Chamber had checked that they were not bonded.

Commissioner Terry Schuster reminded everyone that the First Concert in Park is June 4th and the band is sponsored by the City. This year’s band is Top Hat. Jay’s Drive-In has donated ice dream cups to be handed out that night.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to go into Executive Session to discuss the Fraternal of Police (FOP) Contract for the Police Department, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.
