Polyester liners are installed through existing manholes; which saturated with high quality epoxy resins to provide exceptional strength and water tight fit.

Commissioner Jim Barnes brought up the different project the water and sewer department needs to complete. Wells 2, 3, &4 are need of repair, sewer lining, and repaint the reservoirs. Matt Hanson of Willett Hofmann & Assoc., has the projects figured in two phases. Commissioner Barnes is in favor of Option two and will be bringing this back to the Council at a future date to vote on.
Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the financing bid for the 2016 International 7400 Truck Street Department with First National Bank at the rate of 2.50% for 60 months, Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Commissioner Terry Schuster brought up that IMRF is offering a long term care insurance program to city employees and this is at no cost to the city. He will be having this on the next agenda to vote on.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson announced that residential garbage pickup per household will be going up sixty cents per month effective October 1st, 2015. Making the charge from $11.20 to $11.80 per month, this includes household garbage, recycling, yard waste, and brush pickup. It’s in accordance with the Moring Disposal contract.
Commissioner Terry Schuster announced that this Thursday night a meeting will be held at Rock River Center for a selected few on “Mapping the Future” presented by Illinois Institute of Rural Affairs.
Commissioner Jim Barnes announced that flushing the fire hydrants will be the weeks of November 9th and 16th.  He also has received complaints about a person burning on Gale Street. Chief DeHaan said they have been watching them and will keep on it and write a ticket if needed.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer announced that the memorial plaques have been placed on the new poles. If anyone else would like to donation we still have poles available.

Mayor Ken Williams thanked the volunteers that helped with Autumn on Parade. Also a job fair was held at the VFW, fourteen businesses attended.
