Anyone who wants to talk to someone from the Police Department must first go to the City Clerk’s office. Then employees in the Clerk’s Office page police department.
Attorney Paul Chadwick suggested an architectural drawing so that the project can be let for bids and an estimated cost can be determined.
Mayor Ken Williams said the project would be paid with gaming machine revenue.
