Commissioner Bob Rees took back his motion to second so the motion died for the lack of a second.
Chief Darin DeHaan thanked Mary Elliott, his Admin. Asst., for all the work she put into submitting the unpaid fines for the Illinois Debt Collection program.

Commissioner Ken Williams announced that he had a second budget meeting with the department heads. With the Governors proposed funding for municipalities it would be a loss of about $180,000.00 to the city; which would be a 10% reduction to the budget.
Commissioner Bob Rees announced that the company Visu Sewer who cleaned the sewer lines has found additional work that needs to be completed; which includes lining of sewers and service lines that are in need of repair totaling about $600,000.00.
