Public Comment

He would employee two full time employee and also fill an empty store front.

Roger Cain a member of the Oregon Depot Board first off thanked the City Council for approving recreation funds to be used for the bike racks and viewing area at the Depot. They are hoping to start the project in spring and finish by AOP weekend (first weekend of October). Sample Brochures were handed out that are being worked on for bike path routes.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the FOP Contract, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: Commissioner Jim Barnes asked questions about section (18-6) Maternity Leave, section (23-2) Health Care Planning Committee, section (24-1) Residency Requirement, and section (24-9) Cell Phone Reimbursement. 
Chief Darin DeHaan answered the questions. Maternity Leave-Leave of absence with pay according to the current sick leave provisions and if physicians states she is unable to work they may also request unpaid leave not to exceed twelve months. Health Care Planning Committee-The Committee will be formed once the contract is approved by both parties. Residency Requirement- Currently requirement is 45 miles it is going to be changed to 25 miles so it’s a shorter distance. Cell Phone Reimbursement-Officers will receive forty dollars a month toward their cell phone bill. Water and Sewer employees are already getting it.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the contract to purchase property on South 2nd Street for future growth, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.

Discussion: This property joins the dog park and South 2nd Street. Appraisal amount was $185,000.00 and the offer to purchase is $129,900.00. The revenue from the additional 1% Sales Tax will be used to pay for the property and it will be used for future growth.

Commissioner Jim Barnes moved to approve the purchase of an excavator for the Water/Sewer Department not to exceed $70,000.00 dollars, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: This piece of equipment will be used for the 10th Street sewer project, water main breaks, sewer repairs, fire hydrant replacements, and curb stop repairs. This will not eliminate local plumbers from helping on future projects.  Three bids were handed out. Vermeer for $74,833.27, Johnson Tractor $75,300.00 and Bobcat for $69.880.00.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Raffle License for Ogle County Republican Central Committee, Seconded by Commissioner Jim Barnes.

Commissioner Terry Schuster has starting working on budget for next fiscal year. He will be meeting with Commissioners and department heads in the near future. Work has started on revamping the city website. He will also be attending the IIRA Seminar in March.
Mayor Ken Williams addressed the question Commissioner Barnes had last meeting about how liquor licenses are issued. He called the IML and talked to Jennifer Johnson and they had no position on how liquor licenses are addressed when a business closes.  He also mentioned that the Mayor has the authority to issue liquor licenses according to the city codebook. The ordinance can be changed, but it would take councils approval.
