Four bids were turned in: they were from First Energy, Constellation, Verde, and Homefield. Constellation offers the best rate 6.78 cents per kilowatt hour, with current rate being 4.789 cents.  Mike Mudge informed the Council that if ComEd rates would dip lower than Constellation’s the city can opt out of the contract at any time without paying a penalty.
