Commissioner Jim Barnes gave an update on the complaint about the W/S Treatment Plant smelling. Sludge was hauled out in liquid form not dried; will no longer be using drying beds. He also praised the w/s employees for their help during this situation.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer moved to approve Resolution No. 2015-3 temporary closure of Rt 64 at the intersection of 5th Street for the Sprint Triathlon, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Mike Mudge, of Rock River Energy, had two handouts for the Council on the Electric Aggregation for Street Lighting and W/S pumping.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the electric aggregation for the Street Lighting for one year and the pumping for the water/sewer department for three years, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: Commissioner Jim Barnes questioned the alternate because she lives outside of the city limits. That would mean three members that live outside the city limits could be voting. Mayor Ken Williams said that according to the city codebook the alternate could be someone that lives within a mile and half of the city limits.

Roll Call: Izer, Schuster, Williams. Nays: Barnes and Wilson.
Commissioner Terry Schuster handed out the Annual Appropriation/Budget for the Council members to review and get back to him with any questions or concerns. The Public Hearing will be set at the next meeting.

Commissioner Jim Barnes informed the council that DQ has been charging a higher tax rate. He feels that the extra money they have been receiving should be donated to Lifeline. Chief Darin DeHaan also received a complaint and he notified the IRS Office and left a message for the manager at DQ.  Jim has also taken the Open Meeting Act training; while doing it one of the questions had to do with public speaking at a Council meeting. He feels we should have rules and/or a policy for public speaking at a meeting.
Commissioner Thomas E. Izer announced that seal coating the streets should be starting soon.

Mayor Ken Williams asked that everyone be patient while the work is being done in the downtown area. He thanked the people on the Plan Commission for volunteering their time. They will be working on updating the master plan along with the Economic Development Committee.
