Commissioner Jim Barnes received bids for the air conditioning on the Police Department side at City Hall. Lowest bidder is Bockman Electric out of Polo in the amount of $3,715.66. Mayor Ken Williams said it’s under $20,000.00 that he didn’t need council approval. (Amendment was made at the July 28th, 2015 meeting. Commissioner Barnes was missing a page from Bockman Electric bid so Ehmen was the low bidder) this was not voted on because it is under the required amount that the commissioner can spend without full Council approval.
Commissioner Tom Izer announced that the downtown street lighting project is progressing. The underground tanks at 121 N 4th Street will be removed next week. All the old street light poles have been sold.  Memorial plaques for the new poles can be purchased with a thousand dollar donation.  Hawk Drive will also be included when considering the 10th Street Project.
