Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve hiring Teska and Assoc. to update the City’s Comprehensive Plan, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer
Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays
Commissioner Kurt Wilson asked to table the Plan Commission recommendation variance submitted by Lowell Harp to have Wildflowers in their terrace. He feels the city needs to look into standards on height requirements, what kind can be planted, and how to address the other residents who have plantings in their terrace.
Lowell Harp stated that they have attended three meetings now and still have no closer, which is all they are asking for.

Commissioner Jim Barnes moved to deny the Chamber of Commerce request to hold a wine tasting event in the Coliseum Building during Autumn on Parade festival, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: 
Commissioner Jim Barnes informed the council that when renting the Coliseum for any reason no food or drink is allowed in the gymnasium. Also proof of insurance would be required. He asked where in the Coliseum the event was going to take place. It’s assumed it would be in the gymnasium.
Commissioner Terry Schuster asked what was done when they had the same event at the depot. As far as anyone knows it didn’t go to Council for a vote. He suggested covering the flooring for such an event.
Commissioner Thomas E. Izer said we have codes that don’t allow alcohol on city properties.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson asked if anyone meet with the Chamber President or anyone from the Chamber.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson handed out a request from Building Inspector Casper Manheim. He would like to have it on the next agenda.

Commissioner Terry Schuster met with Commissioner Jim Barnes and Dave Kent to discuss funding for the projects the water/sewer department needs to do this fiscal year. The next Economic Development meeting is September 2nd at 5:00 PM. He has been working on a list of downtown building owners to contact about decorating the empty store fronts; would like to have completed by AOP weekend. He will be bringing a proposal to the next meeting to join the Ogle County GIS mapping system.
Commissioner Thomas E. Izer announced that the downtown sidewalk work is complete just waiting for new street lights; which should be here and hopefully installed around Labor Day. He thanked everyone for their cooperation during the project. It’s nice that the different governmental agencies worked together to complete the project.
Mayor Ken Williams also thanked the building owner, tenants, and community for their cooperation during the downtown project.
