Discussion: Casper Manheim, Building Inspector, informed the Council that the Dahm’s have a lot larger than most in the city limits. He suggested when Municode looks to update the codes that they address lots bigger than normal. 

Neighbor Dave Smith asked if the Dahm’s would be able to keep a fourth accessory structure that is used for their pool equipment.
