Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve Ordinance 2016-113 Tax Abatement for the General Obligation Bonds, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: The abatement is so tax payers won’t have to pay taxes on the General Obligations Bond amount.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve Ordinance No. 2016-114 Establish Tax Increment Financing (TIF District) Interested Parties Registries, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: The Ordinance allows interested residents and organizations a chance to sign up on the registry. They must complete and submit a Registration Form to the City Clerk, showing proof of current residency. An interested registration shall remain effective for a period of three years.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve Resolution 2016-6 to accept Settler’s Ridge Subdivision, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.
Discussion: All utilities are in the subdivision so now we can start issuing building permits with final occupancy permits.

A Public meeting announcement was read by Mayor Ken Williams, for the Proposed Tax Increment Financing (TIF District) it will be December 6, 2016 at 5:00 pm at the Oregon Coliseum. It’s to enable the City to advise the public, taxing districts, taxpayers, residents in the proposed area intended for a TIF District, to designate a Redevelopment Project Area, and to receive public comment.
Chief Darin DeHaan announced that his department is participating in November no shave month. It’s for cancer awareness to raise funds for the American Cancer Society.
Commissioner Terry Schuster would like to see much time is spent on nuisance complaints and fines, for instant getting someone to mow their lawn. He is going to check with other communities to see what they do and how much they charge. 

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer reminded citizens not to rake their leaves in the streets.
