Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement between the City and Oregon Park District for Downtown Beautification, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.
Discussion: Commissioner Terry Schuster said with this agreement the Park District has their employees hang, plant, and maintain the flowers in the downtown area, for exchange the city will provide water to the splash pad. The amount of water for the splash pad varies from year to year because of the weather. Commissioner Jim Barnes has nothing against the Park District just feels that the city is double taxing the citizens. If the amount levied for recreation goes over the amount of water used for splash pad, the rest of the money will come out of the water and sewer fund. He also wanted to know why no sign is at the splash pad that says water is provided by the City of Oregon. Commissioner Terry Schuster met with Erin Folk at the Park District this morning and they are considering put up a sign that states the city provides the water. Mayor Ken Williams said once the city pool was closed the Park District came up with the idea of the splash pad, the city didn’t have the funds to put in a new pool so agreed to pay for the water usage in exchange of planting flowers in the downtown.
