Dan Loos of Willett Hofmann & Assoc., was present to inform the City Council of the additional work that needs done to the West Reservoir. Several of the bolts and brackets are rusted and need replaced, which requires being sand blasted and painting. The estimated cost for the additional work is $73,225.00. This will take most of the continency money. Mayor Ken Williams asked if the water and sewer bills will need to be adjusted to cover the cost. Not sure yet, hoping the IEPA will forgive some of the amount. 

Commissioner Jim Barnes moved to approve the additional work for the West Reservoir not to exceed $73,225.00, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer moved to approve awarding the MFT Bid for Fairground Subdivision Streets to Martin & Company contingent upon IDOT approval, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: Martin’s bid was $69,663.00. Engineering estimate was $77,995.00.

Mayor Ken Williams said, Chapter 1 for the Municode update is basic information. A lot is being taken out because of State Regulations. He also found in one paragraph they have used City of Rock Falls so that will be changed. Under definitions section will be looking at the state statutes definition for “Nuisances”.  Attorney Chadwick will be checking into this.
Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the changes to Chapter 1 of the City Codes being updated by Municode, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

The Plan Commission recommendation to close South 6th Street from Washington to Jefferson Street, for the new proposed Jail will be on the agenda and could have more people attending the meeting.
