Public Comment

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to introduce the Annual Appropriation Ordinance 2017-107 and budget for fiscal year May 1, 2017 to April 30, 2018 and set a public hearing for July 25, 2017, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: Budget in for internal use just like you would for your household. State requirement to pass Appropriation per fiscal year to disburse funds.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve Ordinance 2017-106 Intergovernmental Cooperation Contract with Illinois Municipal Risk Management Association, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: The City signed an agreement in 1981 when initially joining the program. A few changes have taken place since then so the city had an option to sign and send back or pass an Ordinance. The City Council chose to pass an ordinance. 
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to award the garbage contract to Moring Disposal for Residential pickup for seven years, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer
Discussion: They were the low bidder. Commissioner Barnes talked to people from Byron, which already have the toters. Some people said they were hard to handle. Also, what happens if something won’t fit in the container. Two things can happen they can be charged or the city could offer a sticker program. The residents would come to City Hall to purchase and then put on the extra trash. If residents would like to go with the smaller toters they would need to call Moring Disposal and request that however price would stay the same. Moring will also help the elderly people with their toters if needed. Each household will receive two toters one for garbage and the other for recycling. Yard waste will stay the same as it is now.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson announced that the apartment building at 503 S 8th Street should be demoed shortly by Steve Benesh & Sons. He is waiting on a call back from Ogle County Animal Control on the skunk problem that Marlene Hobbs talked about at the last meeting.
Commissioner Jim Barnes addressed Chris Corcoran told him we have the freedom of speech. He wants to know how citizens can get a hold of Commissioner Schuster & Wilson. No phone numbers on website. Also, Mayors number isn’t published in phonebook. People don’t know you run Pinehill B&B. 
Commissioner Kurt Wilson said, he has had a phone number that is published in the phonebook since 2009. Commissioner Terry Schuster doesn’t have a land line. Can call City Hall to make an appointment to talk to him.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson felt Commissioner Barnes made a threat to him when he said at the last meeting that he promised he would remember them at the next election. 
Commissioner Wilson read the definition of threat. Mayor Ken Williams said that we are not agreeing should meet later one on one to discuss.
The Masonic Lodge will be sponsoring a Car Show this Sunday in the South 3rd Street Parking lot. Also, Chapter 2 of the Municode update was handed out for everyone to review will discuss at the next meeting.
