Chief Darin DeHaan met with the Ogle County ESDA Coordinator after the flooding that took place this past week. Ogle County has been considered a disaster so funding from the state is available. Commissioner Kurt Wilson said the skunk issue is considered wildlife. Need a special license to remove them. He is waiting on further information from Ogle County Animal Control. Will give an update at the next meeting.

Commissioner Jim Barnes read a letter he is putting in the local newspaper regarding the Jail location. 

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer asked, Cory Buck, City Engineer, to explain what happened to the Streets in Fairgrounds Subdivision. The Contractor tired a new process for seal coating streets. However, the day after the work was done the city received several inches of rain and it made the streets tacky. They will be coming back to put an additional layer of oil over top. No more gravel will be needed. The contractor will notify the residents in the subdivision as to when they will be doing this process. They will close half of the street put the oil on and let it set for two hours and then come back and do the other half.
The City Clerk announced that Ogle County Solid Waste will be having an Oil, Antifreeze, & Oil Filters recycling event Saturday August 12th at their location on Pines Road.

Mayor Ken Williams thanked everyone for helping during the recent flooding we had in the city limits. The nursing home had to be evacuated it was wonderful how everyone and all resources came together and got the job done.

Chapter two of the Municode update will be discussed at the next meeting.
