Discussion: The property was the old Harvard Bank drive-in bank. Would like to have public restrooms, tourism office, and other public benefits. Three banks have committed to pledge funds of $7,950.00 each. Would be on-going conversion funded by TIF and collaboration with other governmental units. Since this property was a gas station (years ago) still have tanks in the ground. The State Fire Marshall, Fred Schneller, has said that the tanks are not required to be registered and need not to be removed, however if the ground is disturbed then it would require a permit. 
Commissioner Jim Barnes asked if the waterline would need to be replaced with a bigger line and who will be cleaning the restrooms? Currently the property has a half inch waterline and six-inch sewer line. Will see if the Village of Progress would be willing to clean. 

If we do nothing with the building. What will happen to it? The current owned is from California they won’t be here to maintain the property. 
Commissioner Jim Barnes has concerns with keeping it clean. When the City had Mix Park, the restrooms were always a mess. He feels it is going to cost a lot to maintain.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer feels this would be a good purchase the city could utilize the sign out front and visitors will have a place to get information and use the restroom.
