Will also take rabbits out of animals not allowed in residential areas. They were not listed in the code that is currently in place. 
Liens cannot be collected on real estate taxes. Must be filed separately. 
In the definition section of Mass Gatherings, the number of toilets required for an event was questioned. Will change the language that the Council will approve the permit, with them providing enough as needed.
