Discussion: This is to change two lot sizes.

Commissioner Thomas E. Izer moved to approve Resolution No. 2018-6 Triathlon, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the City Hall remodeling plan, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: No cost yet, the remodeling will be done in phases, and the cost for the project will be paid from video gaming revenue. The Mayor’s office will be smaller to help accommodate storage for the Police Department and Clerks Office.
Commissioner Jim Barnes asked why four work stations for Council members and why no room for audience if the room is going to be for meetings? Mayor Ken Williams said it’s state law requirement for Council members and they would also have locking cabinets for their stuff. An additional meeting room is needed when auditors are here or training sessions for employees. Chairs can be added when needed for audience to attend.

Representatives were present from Western Illinois University to check on the progress of Intern Farrahn Hawkins and to attend a Council meeting to see what is going on in the community.
Attorney Paul Chadwick announced that he will not be attending the next meeting.

Commissioner Jim Barnes asked about the terraces that have plants over six inches on the terrace. Do they need to remove? They can apply for a variance just liked the Harps did.
Commissioner Jim Barnes also had pictures of a property that a neighbor complained about. The floor is gone, a frig is hanging out and about to fall outside, and the back of the house is open. He thinks the owner should be given a period to fix. Chief Darin DeHaan said he would stop and have a talk with the owner of the property.
Commissioner Jim Barnes also asked where we were with the owners of the property at 1001 Monroe Street? Attorney Paul Chadwick is going to send a letter asking to set up a meeting to discuss having separate shut offs for each apartment.

Mayor Ken Williams said, the Ogle/Lee Enterprise Zone approved the application for the City. This process will take time however; will benefit bringing additional businesses and help keep jobs here.

Mayor Ken Williams met with Curtis Cook, Consulting Engineer from Chastain & Assoc., he is working with the Dirksen Family on their property located along the east side of North River Road. The property is about 195 acres, located outside of city limits and is currently for sale. They are looking at mixed use for the property, commercial out front and residential in the back. He gave Engineer Cory Buck and Street Superintendent Mike Bowers copies of the correspondence from the meeting.
