Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the Temporary Liquor License for Crystal Cork at 100 W Washington in August, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: Commissioner Jim Barnes asked when the event was they just have on application August? He also feels that the application should be filled out in full a lot of the application is empty. The certificate of insurance has the date of August 16th. It’s for the Annual Chamber Dinner. Mayor Ken Williams said some of the application won’t apply to them so that is why it’s empty.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson reminded citizens to place the toters at the curb with the handle placed to the back of the curb or terrace.
Commissioner Terry Schuster is looking into updating the Capital Improvement Plan original was 2012-2016.

Attorney Paul Chadwick sent three letters out for code violations, they will be fined if not completed by period mentioned in the letters.

Commissioner Jim Barnes asked about the variance that was granted on South 7th Street for the plants on the terrace. He thought they still had to abide by the 6-inch requirement. No that’s what the variance was for so that they could keep what they currently have planted.
Mayor Ken Williams showed a brochure that Farrah prepared for the TIF District. He also thanked E.D. Etnyre for their contribution for the restoration of the Blackhawk Statue.
