Commissioner Thomas E. Izer moved to approve Resolution 2018-9 Authoring the Mayor to sign documents for the IDOT Temporary Construction Easements for ADA Improvements in State Right-Away, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Plan Commission Recommendation for the variance submitted by Joe Alfano to construct storage units at 700 E Washington Street, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: Attorney Paul Chadwick asked if the standard review question were asked at the Plan Commission Public Hearing. Commissioner Kurt Wilson said yes, they were, and everything was met. The Alfano’s are remodeling the apartment building that is current their and they have cleaned up the area. Commissioner Barnes asked why not run the storage unit from East to West. That issue was brought up during the public hearing and it would affect the drainage, so, can’t place that way.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the Plan Commission Recommendation for the Municode Updates on Signs subject to additional information needed for garage sale signs, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: Added definitions for historic signs, portable signs, and open house real estate signs. Murals attached or painted on the exterior of a building were added. Awnings that contain advertising or a business name are considered a marquee or projecting sign. Added language to preserve the historic nature of the Historic District requirement for signs.

Discussion: What fund is the money going to come out of? Possibly recreation, coliseum, or TIF money. Otto Dick spoke on behalf of the committee. The building needs a new roof, windows, and doors. A plaque will be placed on the building once of the donations they received from the City and other donators.

Commissioner Jim Barnes announced that the water department employees will be flushing fire hydrants starting Oct 9th.  He would also like to take bids out on replacing the handicap ramp at the Coliseum and replacing the outside doors. The bid to replace the ramp a few years back was one hundred and forty thousand dollars. Mayor Ken Williams suggested why not investigate replacing the elevator.  Engineer Cory Buck is going to investigate cost and see if any grants might be available to help with funding.
Commissioner Thomas E. Izer announced that interviews have been set up for the Street Superintendent position.

Mayor Ken Williams announced that a special Council meeting will take place Friday September 28th at noon to approve the AOP Liquor License application from Ralphie and Lulus for a temporary license and AOP Tractor Show Raffle License. 

Mayor Ken Williams reminded everyone of AOP Festival first weekend in October. The public restroom at 308 W Washington should be open by that date. Hoping to have a ribbon cutting next week, will let everyone know once a date has been set.
