Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve extending the Lease Agreement with Ogle County, Seconded by Commissioner Thomas E. Izer.
Discussion: The lease agreement extension is for use of the tower on Liberty Hill owned by the city. The County has built a new tower on Rt 64 West and they still need to move equipment. After such time the city will need to decide what to do with the tower either take down or get another carrier to use and collect rent.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve the Policy for Elected Officials Reimbursement and Benefits, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: Elected Officials will be paid for committee meetings at the rate of $25.00 per meeting they attend. Committee meeting are established by code such as Plan Commission and ECDC or any other committee as contained in city code. Is already in codebook.
Phone reimbursement of $40.00 is allowed when a personal cell phone is used for city business. 

These will be paid for from the current fiscal year and require an expense form to be filled out.

Elected Officials may elect to be covered under the City Health Care Plan, however they will pay 100% with no cost paid by city.

Elected Officials will not be eligible for IMRF retirement plan.

This policy can be amended or withdrawn at any time by council action.

Commissioner Jim Barnes questioned the wording on the health care cost. The wording will be changed to state that the elected official will pay 100% of the healthcare cost nothing paid by city.
Why not go back to 2015 when elected? 
Mayor Williams said he thought he announced after election that the council could apply for reimbursement for cell phones.
Commissioner Terry Schuster said, it was not figured into the budget this year. 

Each elected official that fills out an expense form for cell phone reimbursement will receive it from 2015 to the present. Commissioner Schuster will not he submitting an expense form for the cell phone reimbursement his employer pays him a stipend for his cell phone.

Chief Darin DeHaan and City Clerk Charlene Ruthe have been working on an employee handbook. Would like to introduce tonight and discuss and possibly vote on at the next Council meeting.

Chief Darin DeHaan handed out the Police Departments Annual Report.

Commissioner Jim Barnes asked where we were with the 1001 Monroe Street Apartments? Mayor Ken Williams talked to owner of the building he said if we took credit/debit cards they would be paid up on their bills. The City has signed an agreement with Gov.net to take debit/credit cards, hopefully we will be up and running in the next 60 days. If they don’t keep bills up after that, will possibly have to have them change the water meters at their cost.
Mayor Ken Williams talked to our Comed representative and he said they would have more staff on call because of the high winds tonight. He also thanked the Street Department employees for cleaning up the extra branches that have came down during the storms.
