Public Comment
Tom Mahoney, President of Coliseum Museum Arts, Antiques, and Americana (CMAAA) gave a presentation on what they can do for the community.  Their primary mission is focused on the organizing, operating, acquiring and displaying items of art, antiques, Americana and history.  An additional role will be to provide a recording studio for the community use. Also hire an Executive Director of which CMAAA and the city would share in the cost of paying a salary. They would like to lease the Coliseum for 49 years at $1.00 per year, the City will provide ADA access to the main floor, provide maintenance, provide exterior maintenance for a 5-year period, city will pay for utilities for 5 years, city will provide hazard & liability insurance on the coliseum, contents in building would be provide by CMAAA, establish a recording studio, and city would be able to rent out the basement for other functions.
Dave Kent presented the City Council with the Trophy he received for The City of Oregon’s Wastewater Treatment Facility he was recently awarded the “Outstanding Illinois Class 3 Wastewater Treatment Plant of The Year Award” for 2018 at the Illinois Association of Water Pollution Control Operators (IAWPCO) Conference held in Springfield, IL. Feb. 11th thru Feb 13th, 2019. He said he would not have been able to get this without his employees Jeff Pennington and Scott Wallace. The Awards Banquet was held Feb. 13th whereas nominees were recognized –usually 1 from each of 7 Regions around the State.  Nominees are then inspected by a team representing the IAWPCO in that Class.  There are 4 classes for Wastewater facilities based on flow and type of plants.  There is also an Industrial class and an Operator of the Year Award given.  Judging is based on plant performance, appearance, paperwork, safety, equipment, past and future projects, to name a few.  Oregon’s Wastewater Plant is operated by David Kent, Jeff Pennington & Scott Wallace.
