Public Comment
Tom Mahoney, President of Coliseum Museum Arts, Antiques, and Americana (CMAAA) handed out a lease agreement for the Council to review. He is just asking for the Councils support.
Shirley Formby, a resident of Oregon, was shocked to hear about the CMAAA group taking over the Coliseum building. Why consider for a vote when the public has not been more informed? Where will we be able to have larger events? Mayor Williams said this is going to be a multi-step process and hope to have a public meeting in the future to inform the citizens. Will post on website and have in newspaper the presentation that was presented to the Council last meeting.
Chief Darrin DeHaan informed the Council of the immediate impact of the School Resource Officer (SRO). Security/Safety, Mentoring, and Law Enforcement are three main things that we are focusing on. Making sure schools have doors locked through the day, interaction with students, and ability to respond to all law enforcement issues at the school. Officer Cropp has also been a guest speaker during classes about safety and new laws that went into effect this year.

A question was asked if Officer Cropp has been to the Jr. High. Not yet hope to expand next school year. What do you like most about the new position? The students. Superintendent Mahoney said, the school system seems more relaxed since we have an SRO Officers present and he thanked the Council for their support.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to endorse the Coliseum Museum Arts, Antiques, and Americana (CMAAA) concept for the Coliseum Building, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.

Discussion: The lease agreement will need to be on notice for 15 days before coming to a vote. Hope to set up a public meeting soon. The power point presentation will be on the City website and copies will be available at City Hall. 

Commissioner Barnes informed the public that over thirteen thousand is received for rental income and thirty thousand for real estate taxes a year. Why another museum when we have Chana School, Historical Society, and the Oregon Library? Mayor Williams announced that these organizations have things in storage because they don’t have enough space to display. Not counting the monthly amount from the Church rental income is only about one thousand dollars a year.
Who pays for the Directors position? CMAAA will pay 75% and City 25%. The funds used from City will be what the city paid for the intern position for Economic Development. Why 49 years? Just a time period they came up with.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve award the bid to Larson and Larson for the City Hall Remodeling, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve financing the City Hall Remodeling with Stillman Bank for 10 years at the rate of 3.25% for $295,000.00, Seconded by Thomas E. Izer.

Discussion: The funds to pay for the project will come out of the Video Gaming revenue we receive from the State of Illinois.

Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to table the Ordinance for removal of snow and/or ice from sidewalk at Businesses throughout the city limits, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.
Discussion: Commissioner Wilson would like to take the Ordinance to the Plan Commission for their input. Commissioner Barnes asked why 6:00 am to remove snow and/ or ice? What if your business doesn’t open until 9:00 am? These questions will be discussed at the Plan Commission meeting next week.
Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to approve the increase for Building Inspector Casper Manheim, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.

Discussion: Casper has not had a raise in past few years, it figures to be about six hundred dollars more a year.
Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve amending Ordinance No. 2019-100 vape cigarettes, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.
Discussion: Officer Cropp spoke with States Attorney Morrow and he suggested adding language that would allow the destruction of the illegally posed item and not to give back to a minor. An adult can claim the item if they can show proof, they purchased it.
Roll Call: Barnes, Izer, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Chief DeHaan announced that Officer Tesnow has finished her second phase of probation time and Officer Lee started his fourteen weeks of academy.

Commissioner Terry Schuster thanked the Police Officers for what they do. Flags are at half mass for the Officer shot in the line of duty in Rockford.

Commissioner Jim Barnes asked where the City was on the revenue collected for the Settler’s Ridge Subdivision. Commissioner Terry Schuster will collect the information and update everyone at the next meeting.
Mayor Ken Williams announced the City of Oregon has been approved by the State for an Enterprise Zone.
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to adjourn the meeting, Seconded by Commissioner Jim Barnes.
