Commissioner Terry Schuster had the figures that Commissioner Jim Barnes had asked for on Stone Gate Ridge Subdivision at the last Council meeting. Six homes have been put up so have recovered about sixty percent (60%) of the cost that the city has paid out so far for infrastructure. Monies came from Real Estate Taxes, ComEd refund, NICOR refund, water and sewer hookups, and the building permit cost.

Mrs. Kuethe asked what can be done to the two houses along Washington Street. They look terrible. Mayor Ken Williams said it is unfortunate however only so much the city can do. Will have Building Inspector Casper Manheim check the maintenance of the properties.
