Attorney Paul Chadwick updated the Council on the Paul Shaffner property located at 601 S 2nd Street. He has been given a court order to complete the violations for his house. However, he has not completed any of them. He has had help offered to him, but he says he can do himself. His next court date is in thirty days and he was assigned a different Judge for the case. Where do we put him if the city would demo or condemn? The neighbors are complaining that his house is bringing the value of their homes down. The cost to the city to demo would be about twelve thousand dollars, then the city would have an option to put a lien on the property. Commissioner Tim Krug wanted to know who to call if they get questions or concerns. Commissioner Kurt Wilson or Building Inspector Casper Manheim.
Dave Kent, Wastewater Superintendent, announced that the watermain project will start tomorrow on Clay Street between 8th and 10th Street.
