Commissioner Schuster would like to see the Façade Grants increased to $5,000.00, currently it’s a 50-50 Match up to $1,000.00. He will be discussing this at the ECDC meeting next week.
Attorney Chadwick updated the Council on the Shaffner court date. Mr. Shaffner has 30 days to appeal. His property is considered unsafe, the back side of the property is exposed. He said he has no funds to fix. The City also has the right to hold judgement until he finds a place to relocate. Commissioner Krug has been trying to help him out. He has contacted someone from Habitat of Humanity and plans on attending their board meeting next week to see if they can help in any way. Mayor Williams would like a date that he needs to complete. It was also asked if he could get assistance to relocate. 
Commissioner Cozzi asked the younger generation that gets together, and they are for the retail shop for cannabis. Will also be getting input from Plan Commission and ECDC Committee. Mayor Williams would like Attorney Chadwick to draft an ordinance on recreational cannabis and the options that the Council will need to vote on.
Commissioner Krug has asked Engineer Cory Buck to come up with a plan for the Street Dept. property. They need to construct a new building. Mayor Williams asked him to meet with Commissioner Schuster to see how it would be funded.
Mayor Williams would like to see the diagonal parking stalls on 3rd Street between Washington and Jefferson Street changed to odd/even parking, currently don’t allow overnight parking. He asked Street Superintendent Terry Plemmons if he would order new signage. He would also like pedestrian signs at the cross walks on 5th & Washington, and  4th & Jefferson. Street Superintendent Terry Plemmons said the city would need to fill out a permit and get approval from IDOT (Illinois Department of Transportation) before putting up.
Mayor Williams announced the Chamber awards that were given out at their annual dinner: Business of the Year was “Hectors”, Volunteer of the Year “Kate Lehrke”, New Business of the Year “Cork and Tap”, and Citizens of the Year “Commissioner Schuster and his wife Pam Steele”.

Mayor Williams said, Commissioner Cozzi has volunteered to be on the 2020 Census Committee. The City currently receives about $180.00 per person for state taxes, that amount is based on the population of the community. So the population number is very important to the City.
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to adjourn the meeting, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.
