Commissioner Melanie Cozzi  moved to approve Ordinance No. 2019-111 Watermain Replacement Phase 2, Seconded by Commissioner Terry Schuster.
Discussion: Mayor Williams asked if the areas that work will be completed, if they could post a map on the City Website. 
Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Mayor Ken Williams moved to approve Resolution No. 2019-5 Ogle County Jurisdictional All Hazards Mitigation Plan, Seconded by Commissioner Kurt Wilson.

Discussion: Chief DeHaan said this allows us to apply for federal funding if available. The original plan was completed in 2010. 
Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to ratify the Raffle License for the AOP Tractor Show, Seconded by Commissioner Melanie Cozzi.

Discussion: AOP was notified prior to the festival about getting the Raffle License in on time. Will be sending out a letter to remind them to get in on time in the future.

Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Wilson, Williams. No Nays.
Chief DeHaan informed the Council of the new CAD System that Ogle County Sheriff’s Department is going to. In the past they have provided the city with radio frequency since their tower was located on city property. They have since moved off the city tower and built their own on Rt 64 west of city limits. This was not budgeted for and it’s over twenty thousand dollars. Sheriff VanVickle needs to sign contract by end of this month. Other communities in the County are considering changing over, however haven’t signed on yet. Questions that were asked: what happens to the old system, what is the cost based on,  will the Sheriff have all the control of the system, and will cost be cheaper as more communities switch over. Chief DeHaan will meet with Sheriff to discuss the questions asked and then Attorney Chadwick can put together an Intergovernmental Agreement.
Commissioner Wilson announced that hiring CSO Officer Mowry was a success, he helped with code violations in the residential areas and parking issues in the downtown area. His last day was October 4th.
Commissioner Schuster announced that three new businesses opened in the downtown area. UOI, a lady’s boutique, Northside BBQ, and a salon/retail store. A fitness club is coming in early 2020.

Commissioner Cozzi announced that the watermain project and sewer lining are moving along. She also thanked Martin & Company for getting the downtown areas fixed up by AOP weekend.

Commissioner Krug is trying to get a bid to fix Paul Shaffner’s water problem. He called Ehmen’s and hasn’t heard back from them. Mayor Williams asked Dave Kent if he could contact them for a quote. Chief DeHaan let Pauly know of the housing places he could contact for a place to live. He was also told he couldn’t live in the garage. A public notice went out for bids to demo the house they are due back November 12th.
Commissioner Krug handed out an estimate and specifications from Morton Builders for a new Street Department building. However, will need to change size of building, add a fourth garage door, and he could have the employees do the finishing work inside the building. He also has heard about a government leasing program for three to ten years. Mayor Williams asked that he and Commissioner Schuster meet to discuss funding for the project.
Mayor Williams thanked the AOP Committee for a successful weekend. It takes a lot of volunteers to pull off a festival. He also thanked the city employees for what they do for the weekend.

Commissioner Wilson was in contact with an OCHA Rep. and he commented about the guy watering the flowers downtown. He saw a few violations. Mayor Williams asked if he would get in contact with Tyler to let him know.

Commissioner Kurt Wilson moved to adjourn the meeting, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.
