Mayor Ken Williams moved to table the Plan Commission recommendation for Ordinance No. 2019-112 Removal of Snow/Ice from Sidewalk in Commercial District and at Businesses throughout the City Limits, Seconded by Commissioner Melanie Cozzi.
Discussion: Would like to table until next meeting because Commissioner Wilson is absent tonight.
Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Williams. No Nays.
Mayor Ken Williams moved to table the Plan Commission recommendation for Ordinance No. 2019-113 Amend Permanent Structures and Uses, Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.
Discussion: Would also like to table since Commissioner Wilson is absent.
Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Williams. No Nays.
Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the new CAD System for the Police Department Seconded by Commissioner Tim Krug.
Discussion: This is the system that Ogle County Sheriff’s Department is going to. Mayor Williams asked if we had an Inter-Gov Agreement with Ogle County. Chief DeHaan said, no we are the only city that has required one. 

Commissioner terry Schuster withdrew his motion because we don’t have an Inter-Gov Agreement yet.

Mayor Williams does not want on agenda again until we an agreement to vote on. Attorney Chadwick said he could draw up an agreement for both parties to review. Commissioner Cozzi asked if this was supposed to be approve by the end of October. Chief DeHaan doesn’t think the Sheriff has signed the contract yet.

Commissioner Terry Schuster moved to approve the Raffle License for Candlelight Walk, Seconded by Commissioner Melanie Cozzi.

Roll Call: Cozzi, Krug, Schuster, Williams. No Nays.
Mayor Williams read the Proclamation proclaiming National Friends of Libraries Week October 20th to the 26th.
Attorney Chadwick has been contacted by the CMAA Groups attorney; they want to lease the Coliseum for a museum. Commissioner Cozzi asked who would take care of the maintenance of the building? What if we get an out cry from the community that they are not in favor of the plan? The City would have a leases agreement and it would state what they would take care of and what the City responsibilities would be. Attorney Chadwick said he thought it would take a super majority to approve,  so four of the five Commissioners would have to approve.
Commissioner Krug is waiting for a bid from Ehmens to fix the waterline problem at Pauly Shaffner’s. Mayor Williams said, Pauly needs to be out of the house November 14th of this year. House is not safe for him to live in this winter. Trying to find him housing however everything available is out of Oregon. Commissioner Krug heard that the Rock River Center has a grant to apply for to help senior citizens with repairs, etc. to their homes. Pauly is hard to communicate with since he has no phone or vehicle. Mayor would like the property to be secure with plywood over the back opening and possible a fence around the house. The question was asked who would do that? It would be contracted out. November 12th at 11:00 is a bid opening for demoing his house. That does not mean the city would have the demo right of way. 

Mayor Williams announced that the November Plan Commission meeting has been changed to Monday November 18th 5:00 pm for a public hearing to discuss zoning for Cannabis.
